INTRO 
You can start with something light:
“Have you ever noticed how different generations are?
One generation loves phone calls; another breaks out in hives when their phone rings.
One says, ‘Let’s take our time.’
Another says, ‘Let’s get it done now.’
And yet—we’re all in the same church… serving the same God… on the same mission.”
Punchline:
God didn’t design faith to run on one generation. He designed it to run through generations.
Transition: “Let’s look at what Scripture says about running together.”
THE WORD 
📌 Psalm 145:4
“One generation shall commend your works to another.”
→ Faith is meant to travel—generation to generation.
📌 Acts 2:17–18
The Spirit empowers young and old.
→ The Kingdom advances fastest when generations work together.
BIG IDEA 
God multiplies His mission when generations partner instead of compete.
POINT 1: HONOR + HUMILITY 
Older generation: You carry wisdom, scars, experience, stories of God’s faithfulness.
Younger generation: You carry energy, innovation, and fresh vision.
But the key word is honor.
· Young honor up
· Old honor down
· And both walk together
Example:
Nearly every breakthrough in Scripture involves two generations:
Moses & Joshua.
Paul & Timothy.
Naomi & Ruth.
Line:
When honor is present, humility flows—and teamwork thrives.

POINT 2: COMMUNICATION OVER ASSUMPTION 
Most generational conflict isn’t spiritual—it’s communication.
· Older leaders want to feel valued.
· Younger leaders want to feel heard.
Practical:
· Ask instead of assume.
· Clarify instead of correct.
· Listen to understand, not to react.
Leadership Runway tie-in:
Steve Murrell: “Leaders create conversations that shape culture.”
→ You build bridges by talking, not guessing.
POINT 3: SAME MISSION, DIFFERENT EXPRESSION 
Our message never changes—but our methods do.
Older leaders protect the mission.
Younger leaders innovate the methods.
That’s not tension—it’s teamwork.
Illustration:
Paul says:
“I planted, Apollos watered… but God made it grow.”
→ Different roles, one harvest.
The church needs planters AND waterers.
Dreamers AND doers.
Wisdom AND energy.
