If a rocket’s systems fail after launch, it drifts or crashes.

Growth keeps our faith on track and strengthens our 

endurance.

Application:

- Personal habits: Bible, prayer, worship.

- Corporate growth: Bible studies, discipleship, courses.

- Thrusters - Small, consistent “course corrections” keep us 

moving toward God’s plan.

GO: Reach the Destination

Matthew 28:19–20 

“Go and make disciples of all nations…”

Rockets are designed to go somewhere — not circle the 

launch pad.

Faith gains meaning when it moves beyond us into the 

world.

Application:

- Serve in outreach, missions, or acts of kindness.

- Share your story of what God has done.

- Live with an inward-outward focus — faith in action.
